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Reallocation • Perkins V, Section 133(b)

• Federal Perkins funds not expended at the local level 
within the academic year are returned to the state for 
redistribution

• Perkins grant funds awarded July 1, 2022

• FIFO – All reallocated funds must be drawn down 
before funds awarded in July 2023

• Review your local approved application and determine 
where to apply reallocated funds

• Average Reallocation -- $76,617

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Process • Emails to consortia by Jan 17

• Return completed request by COB January 31st

• State staff review and approve

• Reallocation approval letters sent out

• Consortia draw down funds by June 30th
